aloneBIO/BI or CHM/CH courses will not be acceptable.

Notes for Prospective Applicants:
v" Previous nursing courses will not transfer to the RCSJ Nursing program — all applicants accepted through the

portfolio process will begin with semester one NURS courses and complete the program in sequence.

v" The RCSJ Nursing program requires only six general education courses (listed above) to earn the AAS Nursing
degree. Additional courses taken at OCC required for their Nursing degree may not transfer to RCSJ.

v' All applicants must demonstrate they are at college level in reading, writing, and math before submitting a

portfolio.
